Scholarship + Portfolio Review Information
To be considered for a Visual Art Scholarship, submission of a portfolio is required.

The portfolio review is not required for admission to Roberts, or the art program. However,
the Art Faculty suggests a Portfolio Review, as it is a critical opportunity to get to know you as
an incoming student and assess your achievement level, experience, and aptitude for success
in our program. You will be provided feedback from the faculty commenting on the quality
and content of your work.

Title of Piece, Media, Dimensions, and Creation Date.

© A 1-page artist essay detailing your creative interests and goals.
